Installing the Speech Pack

Installing this speech pack is easy:

· Navigate to the folder that holds X-Wing vs. TIE Fighter (typically c:\Program Files\LucasArts\XwingTie).

· Open the folder wave

· Rename the folder Rsp1 to "Rsp1 Save"

· Create a new folder called Rsp1

· Place the contents of the ZIP file where you found this file into the new Rsp1 folder

· Reboot your PC

· Run X-Wing vs. TIE.   One of the voices will now be Corsair Five’s!

Installing with Corsair Leader © Rebel Speech Pack 

Option A

· Navigate to the folder that holds X-Wing vs. TIE Fighter (typically c:\Program Files\LucasArts\XwingTie).

· Open the folder wave

· Rename the folder Rsp2 to "Rsp2 Save" (This could be Rsp3, 4, 5 or 6)

· Create a new folder called Rsp2 (3, 4, 5 or 6)

· Place the contents of the ZIP file where you found this file into the new Rsp2 (etc) folder

· Open the folder Rsp2 and rename all the .wav files by changing the number 1 to 2 (3, 4, 5 or 6) eg Rp1ack00.wav becomes Rp2ack00.wav

· Reboot your PC

· Run X-Wing vs. TIE.   You will now have Corsair Leader AND Corsair Five!

Option B (using Rsp1 to Rsp2 batch file)

· Navigate to the folder that holds X-Wing vs. TIE Fighter (typically c:\Program Files\LucasArts\XwingTie).

· Open the folder wave

· Rename the folder Rsp2 to "Rsp2 Save" 

· Create a new folder called Rsp2 
· Place the contents of the ZIP file where you found this file and the batch file into the new Rsp2  folder

· Execute the batch file (click, double click, run or open) from within the Rsp2 folder and, hey presto, converted.

· Reboot your PC

· Run X-Wing vs. TIE.   You will now have Corsair Leader AND Corsair Five!

Uninstalling the Speech Pack

In the (unlikely) event you want to remove the speech pack do the following:

· Navigate to the folder that holds X-Wing vs. TIE Fighter (typically c:\Program Files\LucasArts\XwingTie).

· Open the folder wave

· Delete the folder Rsp1

· Rename the folder "Rsp1 Save" to Rsp1

· Reboot your PC

Alternatively you can just reinstall X-Wing vs. TIE Fighter.
